SUGGESTED SAVANNAH AREA FIELD TRIPS:

Colonial Park Cemetery 912-651-7022
A monument to Button Gwinnett is located in the Colonial Park Cemetery in Savannah. The exact location of his grave in the cemetery is unknown. The Massie Heritage Interpretation Center offers tours of the cemetery. Fee.

Fort Morris State Historic Site & Sunbury 912-884-5999
Built in 1776 Fort Morris is the only Revolutionary War earthworks remaining in Georgia. The museum has uniforms and a short movie, and the fort has a cannon, blacksmith shop and nature trail. George Walton was a prisoner of war, held by the British at Sunbury. Fee.

Founders' Monument in Augusta
The monument is dedicated to the three Georgia Signers of the Declaration of Independence, and contains the burial places of Dr. Lyman Hall and George Walton.

Georgia Historical Society 912-651-2125
The Society is a major research center with the most extensive collection in the country of manuscripts, books, maps, photographs, newspapers, architectural drawings, portraits, and artifacts related to Georgia history. Students learn research techniques and the difference between primary and secondary sources during their visit to the Society.  Free and open to the public.

LeConte-Woodmanston Plantation 912-884-6500
LeConte-Woodmanston plantation flourished as one of Georgia=s earliest inland swamp rice plantations and is now a natural preserve. Fee.

Massie Heritage Interpretation Center 912-651-7022
In the Heritage classroom students can experience a nineteenth century school day. Also on exhibit is Savannah's city plan as laid out by General James Oglethorpe. On display is the compass used by General Oglethorpe on loan by The Georgia Historical Society. Fee.

Meadow Garden Historic House Museum 706-724-4174
Governor George Walton built Meadow Garden cottage in Augusta around 1790 on confiscated Loyalist lands.The home is operated by the Augusta chapter of the National Society of the Daughters of the American Revolution. Fee.

Midway Museum/Midway Church 912-884-5837
The Museum, built in the raised cottage-style architecture, typical of 18th-century plantation houses, showcases exhibits, documents, and furnishings used in coastal Georgia homes from colonial days until the Civil War. Dr. Lyman Hall 's homes were located nearby. Fee.

Old Fort Jackson 912-232-3945
This fort is the oldest standing fort in Georgia having been in use since the 1740s. It houses numerous displays and artifacts of the history of Georgia. Fee.

Savannah History Museum 912-238-1779
This museum houses artifacts and displays depicting events in Georgia history. Fee.

Ships of the Sea Museum 912-232-1511
This museum houses models of sailing vessels and displays depicting events in maritime history and on colonial Georgia. Fee.

St. Catherine's Island, Tabby Cottage 912-884-5002
Button Gwinnett purchased St. Catherine's Island from Mary Musgrove around 1765. He resided on the island until his death in the 1777 Savannah duel. The original portion of his tabby cottage still stands, having been extensively remodeled and expanded. Many of the features have been preserved.. Home is privately owned. If interested in visiting the island, two months notice and a detailed descriptive purpose must be made to Royce Hayes, 912-884-5002. Visits to the island are limited, thus not all requests are granted.

Tondee's Tavern, where the Patriots held many meetings, burned along with 300 other houses, churches and government buildings in the devastating fire in November, 1796; a plaque is located at the intersection of Whitaker and Broughton Streets indicating the site.

Wormsloe State Historic Site 912-353-3023
This is the colonial plantation of Noble Jones, physician, carpenter and surveyor who arrived in Savannah on the Anne. Students can tour the visitor center and exhibit area learning about Georgia's founding and colonial period, the ruins of a tabby fortification, and colonial life. Fee.
